e Full-time students

Fees

The courses are free of charge for exchange students from
partner universities

A small contribution towards cost for some of the field trips
could be asked for.

Students from non-partner universities will be charged the
regular semester tuition fee.

Accommodation

Accommodation support involves help with booking a place in
one of nearby dormitories. The costs for accommodation (aver-
age 350 Euro/month) will to be borne by the students.
